We have three children who all are at boarding school and on holidays they come home and work
for us and with us. They’re very much a part of our business. They first thing they do is geton a
horse and daylight the next morning and they’re gone. We have to make sure we have the horses
close by for them, for the next day. They are very much a part of our business.

We muster cattle, we brand, and we trail weaners. But when we’re not doing that, we usually fix
some fences, cleaning out troughs, whatever mum and dad want us to do.

We chose Stuartholme after looking at a couple of other schools. | have family connections there,
my sisters went there and my mother went there. They’ve done a particularly good job in those days
and they’re still doing it now.

The girls going away to school was never a secret. We've talked about it for a long time and they
were looking forward to it. They wanted to go away to school, they wanted to go to Brisbane and
meet new people and experience new experiences that the city can bring, that we can’t bring them
here.

Outside of school, we mainly just do sport but when we’re not doing that, we get to meet up with
boys schools, we get to go to the movies, we get to do all sorts of different rec activities and they’re
very mindful of the fact we have brothers and so we are able to see them at different boarding
schools as well.
